Then my mother,
who came to me in my darkest hour to tell me to be strong
and | will get through this. The feeling of their presence
holding their hand feeling their touch. Not wanting to wake
up, but waking up and realising | was in their presence. | know
one day their visits won’t be so regular but for now | look
forward to my dreaming so | can see and hold them again.
